Comparing and Contrasting

Shakespeare’s Twelfth Night and She’s the Man Essay

Goal: To answer the question Why do people still read and perform Shakespeare’s plays by connecting the theme you choose to this question.
Task: Write an essay comparing and contrasting how Shakespeare represents the theme(s) in Twelfth Night and She’s the Man.

Steps: 

1. Identify a theme that appears in both Twelfth Night and She’s the Man, preferably a theme that you are interested in, or can relate to in some way.
2. Compare and contrast where and how you see the theme in each production, for example: in what events, actions, and words.

3. Write the theme in your graphic organizer (as the topic)

4. In each column on the organizer write support for your argument that whatever you chose really is the theme/a theme in both productions by finding evidence from either production. 

a. Compare the evidence. For example if your theme is about how characters react to lovesickness: 
· Who is lovesick in each production? 
· How does she or he act when lovesick? 
· What role does she or he play in the production? 

b. Contrast the evidence. For example:

· How does the director change the character’s role, what she or he says, or the way she or he acts in each production? Does the director combine any characters?
c. You may also use quotes from the character grid to support or explain the character

d. Cite your evidence, for example: (Twelfth Night Vi) or (She’s the Man)

          **Your plan must show specific ideas, and textual support for each idea.**
5. Write the paper, making sure that you include at least 3 quotes and examples from each production.

· Thesis statement

· Multiple paragraphs (4 minimum)

· Quotes and examples that both compare and contrast, citations
· Details and explanations that support the quotes and examples

· Conclusion
