Commentary is . . .

· a comment on events.  It’s an opinion, it doesn’t argue, and is mostly in third person.
· is a piece of writing by another who uses descriptive language to describe a story or topic and uses supporting details and facts.  Can sometimes use opinions but no sides are taken.  Can be written in third person.  A lot of the time uses heart strings to help story.

· is thoughts and opinions of certain events and things.  It’s mainly opinion but many facts are there.

· the telling of an event of many events from a certain perspective or on just one main subject.

· an opinion paper based on bad things that have happened.   If personal the piece is better, you need to have emotion and fact in your paper.  A commentary isn’t always personal, but it’s a fact/opinion paper so the writer must be bias.  If you use quotes and dialogue it also will help the flow of the piece.

· commenting on something that happens.  Some people feel one way about, and others are neutral.  It includes first person and third person.  Sometimes commentary uses facts.  But it’s not always a personal piece.  Commentary can be formal, or informal.  Some pieces are negatively or positively written.
· in the first or third person.  The issue is usually important to the writer.  It is not always personal.  It can state fact or opinion.  Can use examples and quotes.  It shows multiple perspectives.  It can be an informal writing.
· commenting on issue or persona about positive and negative things putting your interest and input into it.  Issues that are important or interesting to the author.  Has examples and facts sometimes using dialogue or quotes.
