Character Collage

Guiding Questions

· How can I demonstrate deep (not superficial) understanding of characters’ motivations and how they change during the course of The Crucible?
· How can I use images, my own words, and quotes from the play to represent a main character?
GOALS: 

· Understand the characters and plot better

· Create and understand symbolism

· Create an image/word collage representing ONE CHARACTER and his or her personality and actions

Directions:
1. Choose one important character – not a “flat” character

Outside the head

2. Find three to five quotes from somewhere in the play that show the character’s role or personality

3. Write the quotes outside the head, include page and act #

4. Find or create drawings that represent the character’s thoughts, role, or actions and place them outside of the head – fill in the entire space outside of the head shape!
Inside the head

5. Inside the head add what motivates the character, what the character is thinking, and why.  For example, if I chose to picture Goody Martha Corey, I might begin by writing these things about her:
a.  “It makes no sense to me that I can’t read anything but the Bible; I like reading novels, they give me something else to think about besides the hard work of a farm-wife and my silly husband.”  
b. “Of course I’m a God-fearing woman! I’m the one who taught my husband Giles to say his prayers before he eats and sleeps.” 
c. “All I said was that it’s not my fault he can’t keep a pig alive. He obviously doesn’t feed his pigs; no wonder they die. That’s common sense, not witchcraft!”

� Flat character: a minor character in a work of fiction who does not undergo substantial change or growth in the course of a story. Also referred to as "two-dimensional characters" or "static characters," flat characters play a supporting role to the main character http://fictionwriting.about.com/od/glossary/g/flatcharacters.htm
