Brainstorm Monologue Ideas

 You are going to be writing and performing your own monologue. Remember everything that we have learned about punctuation, voice and tone to reveal a pet peeve of yours. 

Step 1: Make a list of 5 of your biggest pet peeves. These can be funny or serious. For example, one of your pet peeves could be when your friends gossip about you behind your back. 

Step 2: Once you have chosen a pet peeve you would like to write about, answer the following question…

· What is the tone/tones you will use in your piece?

· Where is this going to take place?
· Who is your audience? who are you talking to?

· What is your purpose? What is your theme (the moral or lesson you are trying to get across)?
Step 3: Begin writing your monologue. Remember to use various punctuation and sentence structures to show tone.
