Into the Wild – Writers Notebook / Socratic Dialogue Statements

Each one of the following statements has to do with Into the Wild and Chris McCandless. We will be having weekly Socratic Seminars. Your task: Rank each statement 100% = totally agree |   0% totally disagree | in between % and discuss in your Writers Notebook (at least 3 sentences for each statement) WHY you gave it the percentage you did.
1. I can choose what my life will be like.
2. There is a “thing” I am supposed to do in my life, and I am destined to do it.
3. You are the result of how your parents raised you.

4. People think they are unique but really aren’t.

5. It is not important to have money/wealth.
6. Everyone is born for a reason.

7. You can take the boy out of the ghetto, but you cannot take the ghetto out of the boy.
Next, I will be pairing you with a partner, then I will assign you a number. The two of you will be responsible for GUIDING the Socratic Seminar that corresponds with the number you are assigned. 

On a note card, your task is to (1) discuss your response with each other for the number you are assigned. (2) You need to decide why someone might AGREE or why someone would DISAGREE with the statement. Write 2 reasons WHY. The tough part of this is that you may agree with the statement, but you have to be prepared to discuss why someone would DISAGREE. This takes some stretching of the mind. This allows you to think and try and put yourself in someone else’s “mind” about how other people may think. You will turn your note card in to me.
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
