An editorial is a 350-500 word piece that gives your opinion.
Types of Editorials
There are many types of editorials. Some common ones are ones that explain, evaluate, or persuade. They defend actions, praise, or simply entertain.
Topic Ideas
What are you interested/concerned about?
Structure
Introduction: Give a brief statement of background concerning the editorial topic. State your subject and your position on the subject. Don’t assume the reader already knows the basis for your comment. 
Reaction: Give your view point and the opposing view point.
Details: Explain your position. Provide support for the position you’re taking.
Conclusion: Comment on recommended solutions, alternatives, and direction, and restate the paper’s position.
