	Project Format: Introduction and Conclusion
· Introduction

Background information, secondary research, why is it a subculture?

· Research: unspoken laws, interactions w/each other, groups w/i group, interaction w/ other cultures/subcultures, artifacts, jargon, rituals; address research questions

· Conclusion:

How are you similar and different from your subculture, secondary research, primary research, answer research questions
	
	
	

	Question Formation and Analysis (50)
· Poses concise, central question(s);

· Address central questions throughout and answer them in the conclusion

· Challenges and develops analysis based on the question. 

· analysis of information: not just reporting what you see, but explaining what it means in relation to society at large, to you, to your peers  (ex: how did reading “House for the Homeless” change your perspective on homeless people or homeless shelters?)
· Includes Introduction and Conclusion
	
	
	

	Planning and Process (50)
· Evidence of proposal and plan – either followed or altered – included in product
· all notes, interviews, etc. handed in on time and included in product
	
	
	

	Style and Structure (100)
· Creative representation of data (incl. creative writing, images, collage, etc.)

· Multiple representations of different data in product (multiple writings, multiple visuals)

· Project shows thorough, thoughtful representation of research data and findings, as well as interaction between research and researcher, primary and secondary research
· Project synthesizes primary source data (every idea isn’t listed independently of other ideas)
· Readers can distinguish between writer’s ideas and those from sources with clear transitions between/among the ideas.

· Glossary of language specific to social group included in product/writing
	
	
	

	Research Methods (150)
· strong evidence of all research components in writing/product

· use of secondary sources

	Conventions (50)
· follows conventions of standard written English (i.e. spelling, punctuation, and grammar)
	Mistakes do not affect reading/viewing; few mistakes (45-50)
	Mistakes do not affect reading/viewing more than once; few mistakes (35-44)
	Mistakes affect reading/viewing; many mistakes; proofreading not obvious. (25-34)
