Flyer: Great Gatsby Introduction to the 1920’s and the American Dream
(adapted from Jenni Eaton’s “The Great Gatsby, Introductory Webquest” and huffenglish.com “The Great Gatsby Treasure Hunt”)
THE TASK: It's 1922. You're a New York City resident who is reaping the benefits of the economic boom. The mayor has asked you to create a marketing campaign to bring more folks from small Midwestern towns to the big city. Create a single-page flyer to sell the idea that New York City is the place to achieve the American Dream.
Guiding Questions: 
� What was happening at the time that the Great Gatsby was written and set?
� What are pivotal events and people of the time?
� What themes are relevant to the 1920’s and the American Dream?
Directions:
Step 1: You will be assigned a topic of the 1920’s to create a flyer with your partner. The topic will come from “The Great Gatsby Treasure Hunt” Webquest.
Step 2: Go to the huffenglish.com “The Great Gatsby Treasure Hunt” to research your topic. You may use other sources to supplement, or if a link on the treasure hunt does not work.
Step 3: Take notes on key ideas from your topic. 
Step 4: Decide on a theme (the purpose/life lesson) pertaining to the American Dream for your flyer. Your theme can address moral/ethical or financial aspects of the American Dream. Include the theme in a prominent location on the flyer.
Step 5: There should be at least three reasons included on the flyer that support your theme.
Step 6: Include at least two photos/images on your poster. Add color to your poster.
Step 7: Double-check your flyer to make sure it is free of grammatical errors.
