Grammar 101-10 --Relative Pronouns

Other than a subordinating conjunction (after, while, as, before), a DEPENDENT CLAUSE can have a relative pronoun. 

Relative pronouns are:   who, whom, whose, which, that,

Adriana, who enjoys running, has decided to enter the marathon.
