Notes
A phrase is not a sentence because it is missing a subject and/or an action (verb).


Ex: squishy bananas 
An independent clause (IC) can stand alone; it has both a subject and a verb.


Ex: Austen coughed on my hand. 
A dependent clause (DC) cannot stand alone even though it has a subject and a verb
A dependent clause can be recognized in several ways:

1. It leaves the reader without complete information. 

2. It has a relative pronoun:  who, whom, whose, which, that

3. It has a subordinating conjunction:

A compound sentence has 2 independent clauses put together in 3 ways:
1. IC;IC 
2. IC, coordinating conjunction IC –
3. IC; conjunctive adverb, IC –
A complex sentence has a dependent clause and an independent clause written in 2 ways

1. IC DC –
2. DC, IC –  
Note: if the DC comes first, a comma separates it from the IC
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
