What must you create?  Part 1   (Individual Part)
1. One to three page type written essay, double spaced, normal 12pt font, Arial Narrow, name, date, hour in upper right hand corner of paper.

a. Explain and summarize what you learned/interesting facts.

c. Explain the possible influence of this thing/person on Chris McCandless
Part 2:  (Partner Part)

1. Poster expressing the group’s theme or person

a. Paragraph giving definition or short biography (on poster)
b. Prominently display name of person or theme

c. Explain connection between subject and Into the Wild
d. At least 5 pictures and 5 colors 
2. Presentation of the poster (5-10 minutes)

a. Create a handout that includes at least 10 pieces of information you will be presenting. This may be fill in the blank questions, a crossword puzzle or true/false questions. These are due the day before the presentation.
