Picture Frame Activity
Step 1: In your writer’s notebook, trace your picture (do not tape it down) (See below for sample).
Step 2: Draw a frame around your picture (please do not decorate it) (See below for sample).
Step 3: In the space where you traced your picture, please write about all the things that are visible in the picture -- anything that you can physically see.

Step 4: In the picture frame space, draw anything that you know about the picture but that we cannot see.  For instance, in a photo that I have, there is a table.  What no one knows about the table is that it was made from my great grandmother’s cutting board and that I used it as a drawing table so it has marker all over it.  

Step 5: Pick one idea from the picture space and write about it.  

Step 6: Pick one idea from the frame and write about it.
