Lesson:

We will have some class time to work on your postcards but must finish them at home if you do not complete them in class. We will be presenting our postcards on Thursday, Aug. 25th and Monday, Aug. 29th. All postcards are due on Thursday, Aug. 25th at the beginning of class.
