Prepare a Proposal
 

A proposal is a brief (about 250-400), written discussion/overview of your Ethnographic group.   It includes:

· The Group Name 

· Purpose/goal of your project:  An introductory statement of the reason for investigating this subculture.

· Assumptions of that you have before starting the project and a hypothesis of what you think you will find studying this group. 

· Research Questions.
· What Obstacles might you encounter?
· Word Count
Proposals are helpful for me to understand more about your ethnography before you start it as well as to have you create some assumptions and research questions to guide your research.   Proposals should be about 250-400 words. Proposals should be edited for correct spelling and grammar.  

Key Elements to Consider:

1. Reason for writing: What is the importance of the research? Why would a reader be interested in this subculture?

2. Problem: What problem does this work attempt to solve? What is the main argument/thesis/claim?

3. Methodology: Interview, Observation, etc.
