American Literature Mini-Unit
Part 1 – You will be assigned one short story and then you must lead a discussion on the short story that you are assigned. Your task is to get the class to think about something new and different about the story. Your questions should be thought provoking and analytical. At the end of the discussion, you are to come up with at least 3 UT’s that could work for this short story and why. This must be decided by the group as a whole. 

We will spend the first 10-15 minutes or so at the beginning of each class responding in writing to the stories. You will basically just discuss in your writing what you liked, what you didn’t like, what you noticed in terms of style, etc…. This will get us ready for the discussion. 
Part 2 - The second part of your task is to find a poem from an American poet which displays a UT similar to the one you came up with in class. You will present this to me with an explanation of why they have similar UT’s , as well as a thorough analysis of literary devices the author uses in order to exemplify the UT of the poem.
