Also, discuss how conferring or workshopping helped you craft the piece.  Here are some questions to guide you: 
· Who was your audience for the piece and how did this audience guide your writing?

· How did you make changes from your first draft to your second or third?  What choices did you make in revising it?

· Discuss any risks you took or any new methods or writing you tried.

· How do you think your piece changed with adding present tense to one of your memories?  
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
