Defining an American Project

Objectives: 1) Demonstrate knowledge of where you come from as well as where we originate as a people; 2) What is the “American Identity” – how do we define “American-ness?” 3) How is your identity influenced by being an American? 4) Show comprehension of background information from texts and presentations.
Ideas to consider for your project: 

· What is an American? What does it mean to be an American?

· Where do you come from, what have we seen about other Americans and immigrants?

· What’s unique about being American?

· Am I different from other Americans? 

· What do I get or take advantage of as an American?

Project Requirements:

1. Create a representation of your ideas about being an American: essay, video, musical collage, magazine, creative interpretation.
2. Present your representation

3. Write a reflection letter to accompany your project.
Letter Requirements
Objective: 1) To justify (defend) how your project represents an interpretation of what is it to be an American.  2) To illustrate comprehension of background information from texts and presentations regarding Americans

The letter will also make connections between your project and the text we used and discussions we had regarding the topic.  It will clarify answers to the “Ideas to consider for your project” that are represented in your project as well as explain your elements in your piece.
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
